SECTION 1 
GUIDELINES

I. PURPOSE: 
The National Organization for Hearing Research Foundation awards funds annually, primarily in the form of seed money, for exploration into innovative research areas in the prevention, cause, cure and treatment of hearing loss and deafness. High-risk and contemporary projects or experiments are encouraged, so as to promote significant new advances.  Proposals related to biological restoration of hearing are encouraged. 

II: ELIGIBILITY:
Researchers and clinicians qualified in the field of auditory science may apply. Researchers in other disciplines who will conduct research directly relevant to auditory science are also eligible.

NOHR will consider applications from both 

(1) Individuals and (2) Institutions that qualify as an organization exempt from income taxation pursuant to Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code (other than a private foundation)

(1) Individuals


 If an investigator is unaffiliated with an institution, his/her grant application would, of course, be made by the individual himself or herself. In the event of a grant, a NOHR check would be drawn to the individual investigator. 


Investigators affiliated with institutions (i.e. universities) may apply individually if allowed by university policy. In the event of a grant, a NOHR check would be drawn to the individual investigator. (See Signatures and Approvals) 

(2) Institutions that qualify as an organization exempt from income taxation pursuant to Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code (other than a private foundation)


Investigators affiliated with institutions (i.e., universities) who are not allowed by university policy to apply individually may ask the university to submit the grant application for the investigator's project. Investigators in this category are considered institutional applicants. In the event of a grant, a NOHR check would be drawn to the institution. (See Signatures and Approvals)

III: SIGNATURES AND

APPROVALS:
Applicants affiliated with institutions should consult their institution's office of research administration or sponsored projects for information on processing requirements for a grant application prior to its submission and should comply with the institution's policies.

Individual applicants who are affiliated with institutions should disclose the fact of the application to the institution with which he/she is affiliated; ascertain that acceptance of grant funds by an individual would be permitted by the institution; and obtain the signature on the Application Form of an institutional official indicating that, in the event of an award, the individual investigator is permitted by the institution to accept a check drawn to him/her.

Institutional applicants should provide, on the Application Form, the name of the institution to which a check should be drawn, in the event of a grant; and the title and address of the financial officer of that institution to which a check and letter of notification should be sent. 


If the proposed research involves human subjects or vertebrate animals, the project should be evaluated and approved by the appropriate institutional review board or animal use and care committee. Please submit the relevant approvals with the application. 

IV. CONDITIONS
All applications must be submitted in writing. Proposed projects should be able to be completed within one year, although exceptional proposals that have durations in excess of one year will be considered. 


No portion of any grant may be used for indirect costs, including administrative expenses. 


No portion of any grant may be used for travel expenses. 

V: TERMS

     A. Amount: 
 $20,000 (for direct costs only).

     B. Use of Funds:
Funding may be used for any legitimate costs associated with the purpose of the award, except as noted under CONDITIONS.

     C. Period: 
12 months, generally non-renewable.
     D. Receipt Date: 
Friday, October 7, 2011 is the due date for applications.

Letters of notification will be sent by January 27, 2012. Results will not be provided by telephone or e-mail. 

VI: REVIEW PROCESS

INFORMATION:
Grant applications will be reviewed by one or more qualified clinicians or researchers in the field of auditory science and related sciences. The reviewers will consider the following in determining whether to approve a grant proposal:

1. Whether the purpose of the National Organization for Hearing Research Foundation will be furthered by the proposed project or experiment (i.e., is the proposed project high-risk? Does it explore new areas? Does the proposal have the possibility to contribute to new science? Will it reveal new information and open new avenues?)

2. Whether the applicant has sufficient expertise to satisfactorily carry out the proposed project or experiment; and

3. The scientific merit of the proposal, including such aspects as: 

a. Is the science contemporary? 

b. Can it be done? Can results be obtained? Are the proposed techniques feasible and appropriate for the proposed study?

c. Will the results be interpretable? Will the results yield meaningful information with regard to the proposal? 

d. Is the budget appropriate for the proposed project?

(4) other. 

Explain the rationale for each item. Note that NOHR does not fund travel expenses.

III: RESEARCH PLAN: 
Include the following: 

(1) Specific Aims--intended accomplishments of the research and hypotheses to be explored. 

(2) Background and Significance--evaluation of existing knowledge; previous relevant work and results by others; and contribution proposed project is anticipated to make. 

(3) Research Design and Methods--experimental design; data collection and analysis; innovative vs. existing methodologies, etc. 

(4) If the proposal is felt by the P.I. to be High Risk, please briefly discuss why. 

Limit the Research Plan to approximately 5-7 pages.

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VI.GRANT AGREEMENT

PERIOD AND PURPOSE OF GRANT

Under United States law, NOHR grant funds may be extended only for charitable, scientific, literary, or educational purposes. This grant is made only for the purposes stated in the approved grant application, and the grant funds as well as any interest earned thereon may not be expended for any other purpose without NOHR's prior approval in writing. 

Grant funds will be available over a 12-month period beginning on 

January 27, 2012. The funds will be paid in one installment after NOHR's receipt of a signed copy of this letter and after approval of the grant proposal. 

Any grant funds not expended or committed for the purposes of the grant and within the period stated above will be immediately returned to NOHR. None of the grant funds shall be used for indirect costs. 

GRANTEE REPORTS

Grantee agrees to provide narrative and financial reports on the use of the grant funds to NOHR within 90 days of the end of the grant period. The report will contain a narrative account of what was accomplished by the expenditure of funds (including a description of progress toward achieving the goals of the grant), a financial statement, according to the line item categories of the approved budget, and copies of any publications resulting from the grant that have appeared or are in preparation. The report shall supply sufficient information for NOHR to determine that the funds were used for the intended purposes and for NOHR to fulfill its own reporting responsibilities to the Internal Revenue Service. 

Although the grant funds need not be physically segregated, such funds should be shown separately on the grantee's books for ease of reference and verification. Records and receipts of expenditures under the grant will be made available for NOHR's inspection at reasonable times.
